Your Brain

The human brain has been described as the
“last frontier” of scientific human research, the
“last uncharted biological territory.” Compared
with the human heart, scientists know very little
about the human brain. We know that the three
pounds of tissues described as the brain are far
more intricate than any computer ever
invented. We do know that 100 million
messages are sent to the brain by different
parts of the body every day and that the brain
is an electrochemical organ which uses nerve
cells to carry messages to the rest of the body.
Scientists have also learned that intelligence is
not necessarily linked to the size of the brain
any more than it is to stature.

Long ago David cried out, "I will praise You, O
Lord, with all my heart. . .I praise You because
I am fearfully and wonderfully made” (Psalm
138:1;139:14). The deeper science probes into
the intricacies of creation, the greater becomes
our awe and wonder at what God has done.
